If none of the above applies to you, perhaps one of these does.  If you’re feeling inadequate to ‘make that sale’ that’s needed; if you’re feeling you don’t have what all is needed to deal with that issue of life that you’re facing; if the devil is trying his best to convince you your body is not healed by what Jesus did upon the Cross of Calvary, shedding His blood not only for your salvation but “taking stripes upon His back for your healing”; if your bills appear to be stacked higher than your kitchen ceiling; if your transmission has just gone out in your daily driver and you don’t know where the dollars are going to come from for its repair; or any other situation of life where the news you’ve received is less than what you’d call good…be encouraged as your not alone.  The good news for your life comes this day from a verse of Scripture in the O.T. and the book of Exodus, chapter three and verse twelve:  “So He (the Lord) said, ‘I will certainly be with you’.”  The good news is that yesterday, today, and tomorrow, the Lord Himself has promised that He “will certainly be with you.”  During a time when you feel inadequate or incapable of doing within yourself what lies ahead of you, that is exactly the place that God wants you to be.  Your dependence is to be on Him and not on anything that you can do.  However, because of the Lord’s great love for you, the Apostle Paul gives a reminder that through Christ Jesus, “‘I can do ALL things’ through Christ who strengthens me” (Phil. 4:13). Most all of us have felt inadequate at one or more times.  Moses in the O.T. felt that very same way.  When God placed the call upon his life the very first thing that came from his mouth was, “Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and that I should bring the children of Israel out of Egypt?”  Furthermore, Moses told the Lord (as if he thought the Lord didn’t know the plusses and minuses of his life) “O my Lord, I am not eloquent, neither before nor since You have spoken to Your servant; but I am slow of speech and slow of tongue” (Ex. 4:10).  I would think Moses to be a little embarrassed when the Lord responded by reminding him in vs. 13 just Who it was that “has made man’s mouth.”  The Lord said, “Have not I, the Lord” done those things?  Still Moses tried to shirk the responsibility and the divine call upon his life by saying to the Lord, to please send someone else to do the job.  Exodus 4:14 reads, “So the anger of the Lord was kindled against Moses…”  Can you say NOT GOOD?
