When DNA Doesn’t Work!
 
Wikipedia defines DNA as being that which is found in each cell in the organism and tells cells what proteins to make, and it’s the ‘responsibility’ of each cell’s protein to determine its function.  DNA is inherited by children from their parents, and this is why children share traits with their parents, such as skin, hair and eye color.  The DNA in a person is a combination of the DNA from each of their parents, and in practical terms is reliable 99.9% of the time. Everyone except identical twins would have different DNA.  As an example, if a person commits a crime and is identified using DNA, only 1000 other people could have committed the crime, however, despite popular belief, DNA evidence is not as accurate as people might assume.  The 99.9% people often cite is actually just an estimate and no one is actually sure how accurate it might be.  While everyone’s DNA is different, a DNA profile, the bit used as evidence, is only a small sliver of a person’s entire DNA, and even siblings may share a very similar DNA profile. 
 
There is however, a definite time the Bible tells us “When DNA Doesn’t Work!”  2 Corinthians 5:17 tells us exactly when that time is.  “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold all things have become new.”  Stop for just a few moments to consider what all that truly means.  As an example, in my own case my biological dad was an alcoholic, along with other wrongs he was involved in.  I remember well that family members would say to me that I needed to always be aware and on guard, because, “your dad” was this or that way, therefore if you don’t stand strong and keep away from the areas he failed in life in, I could easily follow in his footsteps.  While that may have been more accurate before accepting Christ, the Bible plainly says that “…if ANYONE…(I’m an anyone and so are YOU!) is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold all things have become new.”  Don’t let anyone tell you that just because your mother, your dad, grandma, or grandpa was a particular way that you too will probably follow in their footsteps.  There’s no more guarantee in that than there is of getting hit by a golf ball when you’re out on the lake water skiing.
 
Too often I’ve heard individuals say such things as:  “God couldn’t possibly love and forgive me!  You have no idea of what all I’ve done…what I’ve been…where I’ve gone, and how many times I’ve rejected Him.”  Today I’ve got great news for you!  Hebrews 2:1 tells us, “He is not ashamed to call us brethren.”  The Amplified Bible reads, “For both He Who sanctifies (making men holy) and those who are sanctified all have One (Father).  For this reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren.”  The Living Bible reads, “So now Jesus and the ones He makes holy have the same Father. That is why Jesus is not ashamed to call them his brothers and sisters.”  The Good News Translation reads, “He purifies people from their sins, and both he and those who are made pure all have the same Father. That is why Jesus is not ashamed to call them his family.”  And the New Life Version reads, “Jesus makes men holy.  He takes away their sin.  Both Jesus and the ones being made holy have the same Father.  That is why Jesus is not ashamed to call them His brothers.”
 
All of us struggle with issues of past life some time or another.  We work and work and work at them to change; yet there are some things (often times many things) that the changes we hope for may be slow in coming around.  Just what is it that we’re to do when those times do come…and they will!  It’s then you must resist the devil in those areas he brings into your mind…IF…you’ve confessed and repented of them.  If you’ve not then you have no heavenly help for resistance to come your way to bring the deliverance you’re looking for.  Take the Word of God and put the enemy of your soul…the devil…o…u…t…!  In the meantime don’t allow yourself to be subjected to harassment or condemnation, whether it be physical or spiritual.  It’s dangerous!  Don’t let anyone, which includes your own mind or the devil himself tell you things like, “You’re unworthy; you’re so bad; you’re worthless”.   That’s against the Word of God.  If Jesus walked through the door and stood right in front of you for the next 10 years preaching and teaching every minute of the day, He would never call you unworthy.  Hebrews 2:11 should prove that to you.
 
Jesus is not ashamed of you therefore, you don’t have any business being ashamed of yourself.  Start believing ‘ALL’ that the Bible has to say about you and who you are.  Believe that you are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus.  Start confessing that instead of talking about what a messed-up person you are, and start agreeing with the Word that calls you the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus.  Begin practicing seeing yourself that way.  Practice seeing yourself operating in the victory that Jesus has already won for you, and begin this very moment to receive that victory by faith!  You’ll be completely and totally amazed how your very life will change.  I assure you by the Word of God that it will be; then, you’ll begin to understand “When DNA Doesn’t Work!”
